3. The ability for flock owners to record Registrations and Transfers of purebred Shetland Sheep in North America.

4. A registration certificate and four-generation computer generated pedigree for each sheep registered.

5. NASSA NEWS, a quarterly newsletter providing news and information about Shetlands, a forum for breeder exchange,

breeder profiles, reprints of English articles on Shetlands, and ads for sheep wanted and for sale. It provides a means
for breeders and newcomers alike to exchange information, ideas, and experiences.
6. Eligibility to obtain an account for the online NASSA Database “Members only” site.
